We are very pleased that you registered for our newsletter. Many people have contacted us asking the
same questions, so we thought we would address them in our first newsletter.

Why Launch GasBankUSA?

We have spent the last year developing the GasBankUSA concept. It was born from the realization that
gasoline prices are only going to move in one direction over the long term. Gasoline is refined from
crude oil and there is only a limited amount of oil within the Earth. While we may not exhaust it during
our lifetime, it seems that oil companies are announcing fewer and fewer large discoveries, which
suggests the remaining untapped reservoirs are in challenging locations and may be difficult to extract.

With gasoline and oil prices in the news every day, we feel the time is right to see if our idea is as

meaningful to the American public as it is to us. Currently we anticipate regulatory approval for

GasBankUSA in the third quarter of 2008. Until we receive that approval, we are prohibited from
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the service.

How Does GasBankUSA Work?

The basic idea is that members will buy GasBankUSA credits. The value of the credits will change every

day and it is our goal to match the percentage change of the credits to the percentage change in the
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increase, then the value of your credits should appreciate to $1200, which is also a 20% increase. That

way you lock in your price at $3.50 per gallon regardless of the change in gasoline prices.

Members will receive a GasBankUSA branded Visa debit card when they join. Whenever credits are
redeemed, the proceeds are transferred to the debit card so the member can use it to pay for gasoline
purchases or any other product or service.
